1.

WELCOME TO PARTICIPANTS  

The Chairman and the Scientific Officer welcomed the participants on behalf of COST. Christian Degrigny welcomed the participants on behalf of the inviting Finish Delegation and made a short presentation of the meeting’s premises (EVTEK Institute of Art and Design). 

2.

PRESENTATION OF NEW DELEGATIONS

The Scientific Officer informed the Committee that due to internal administrative reasons the Maltese representatives were not able to join the meeting and would participate at the next MC meeting in summer 2003. 

3.

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

The Agenda was adopted without modifications.

4.

APPROVAL OF THE DRAFT MINUTES OF THE 5TH MEETING OF THE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE (25-27/04/2002 Berlin)

The Minutes of the MC meeting in Berlin were approved without modifications.

5.

BUDGETARY SITUATION / PLANNED CHANGES WITHIN COST PROGRAMME

The Scientific Officer (SO) reported that G7 had spent its entire budget for 2002, which amounts to ~=70.000 EUR

The SO gave a report on the future of COST. The Commission will most probably not undertake the management of COST during the 6th Framework Programme (2003-2006) and as a result COST might have to transfer its Secretariat outside the Commission next year.

For the time being, there is no decision taken but negotiations have started with the European Science Foundation.

The SO noted that this will not have any implications to the scientific work of the Action but is rather a change of COST management, which could lead to simplified administrative procedures.

Due to this change it is advised that the next MC meeting take place only in summer of 2003.

It was also noted that all delegates should make an effort to contribute to the work of the Action. Delegates who are not able to participate to the meetings – on a temporary or permanent basis – should appoint a replacement. 

6.

REPORT ON THE G7 HOMEPAGE

Dr. Radvan gave an overview of the work undertaken for the COST Action’s homepage

SELECTION OF SECOND WG2 LEADER

The Chairman informed the Committee that G. Aberg has notified him that he will not be able to continue as the 2nd WG2 leader.  The Committee approved the nomination of G. Sliwinski as the 2nd WG2 leader.

10.

REVIEW OF THE WORK UNDERTAKEN BY THE WORKING GROUPS - WORK PROGRAMME

The WG leaders presented the work undertaken by each Working Group and the future work plan for each Group was agreed (see separate minutes).
11.

PLACE AND DATE OF NEXT MEETING

The next meeting of the MC and the WGs is scheduled to be held in Florence from 5-7 June 2003. However, and due to the transition period of COST, Delegates should NOT make any travel arrangements before they receive the written confirmation of the meeting that will be sent by the Scientific Officer. 

The next meeting of 2003 (autumn) will take place in Lisbon (Portugal).

Further countries that expressed their interest to host a meeting in 2004 up to now: Corfu (GR), Madrid (E). The SO noted that due to budget shortage countries that wish to organise a meeting and a workshop in the future would have to take over all costs related to the organization of the event.

The Scientific Officer informed the Delegates of the departure of Ms. Rianne Teule and her replacement by Mr. Hans Scholten of Art Innovation who will be the second Dutch MC Delegate.

b)

Dr.Sliwinski informed the Secretariat that the Nicolaus Copernicus University of Toruñ, Department of Conservation of Painting & Polychrome Sculpture/ Institute for the Study, Restoration and Conservation of Cultural Heritage, would like to participate at the Action.
