         Meeting of WG2 

Laser and Optical Systems in Analysis and Diagnostics

2.
The invited speaker Vivi Tornari (IESL-FORTH) presents: "Laser technology in art conservation structural diagnosis: technique overview, advantages, disadvantages and prospects". During the discussion, Tornari also describes methods optimized by other participants for particular applications, thus anticipating the review of TASK 2 forms (see point 5.2 of the Agenda). 

3.
Andreoni invites the new group representatives to present their activities. 

Gianluca Valentini, Politecnico (Milano, Italy) presents techniques of time-resolved laser spectroscopy and time-gated imaging techniques (Annex 2.1);

Luca Pantani, instead of Anna Grazia Mignani, IROE-CNR (Firenze, Italy) speaks about optical diagnostics techniques applied to facades and buildings

Vincenzo Palleschi, IFAM-CNR (Pisa, Italy) speaks about LIBS, micro-Raman spectroscopy. 

The contributions to WG2 of Jana Kolar (Natl. and Univ. Library of Slovenia) and Matija Strlic (Fac. of Chemistry and Chem. Technol., Lubljana) were already presented during the WG1 meeting. 

4.
From the work made by Radvan on the use of the literature forms (TASK 1) in the data-base and following the discussion in WG1, it is agreed that the slight changes to the forms suggested by Verges-Belmin are acceptable also for the aims of WG2 activities. The addition of the abstract in the forms seems to be particularly useful. However, due to the large number of forms that Andreoni already received from the WG2 members, the only forms that the authors will be requested to complete with the abstract are those for which Andreoni herself will not be able to find the abstract text in any bibliographical data base she has available.

The TASK 2 forms that Andreoni received were perfectly filled, so their format as prepared by Zafiropulos apparently allows a proper description of the WG2 activities. A discussion opens on the means to circulate the data contained in these forms among users as well as on the responsibility for the same data, particularly when they concern commercial instruments. Being these problems in common with WG1 and WG3, the discussion is stopped and postponed to the MC meeting. 

6.
The leadership of the discussion is taken by Zafiropulos who presents his views concerning the demand for new research in the field of artwork conservation by lasers (TASK 3). Zafiropulos shows the transparencies in Annex 2.2 that are based on the forms received from ife.NO, Acr’Ant.FR, CSIC.ES, IROE.IT, IFAM.IT, SPET.IT, FORTH and 25thDPCA.GR.

7.
Fassina and Pini open the discussion on the validation of laser and optical techniques (TASK 4). Pini presents his views (see Annex 2.3) as to the role of diagnostics during cleaning procedures. It is recognized by all participants that validation criteria must be clearly assessed in a very specific manner for each field of application. A list of sub-tasks is thus established: Tornari is charged of investigating on validation techniques for structural diagnosis, Palleschi for chemical analysis, Fassina for stones and Pantani for facades and buildings. These members will start with a thorough literature analysis (from 1991) on which Fassina and Pini will work and report at the next meeting. Palleschi has already done this work and produced the list of reference papers in Annex 2.4 on the use of LIBS and Raman spectroscopy. 

8.
A new task should be “dissemination to users” of not only the specific results of WG2 research but also of the activities of the entire COST G7 Action. Salimbeni offers to prepare a poster for advertising the Action on all possible occasions. As also described in the Minutes of WG1, a poster will be prepared by Radvan with the help of Zafiropulos and it will be shown at the LACONA IV in Paris. It is agreed that the same poster will become the cover page of a more detailed pamphlet to be sent to Users’ Associations in all UE/COST Countries. The pamphlet text will be prepared by the WG Coordinators and submitted to the MC during the meeting at Crete in October. Meanwhile the National representatives should provide the MC with mailing lists of users in their respective Countries. Art-Innovation B.V. makes available its own list of customers/contacts. It is planned to send out these pamphlets right after the Crete meeting either by E-mail or by regular mail. Andreoni will ask Danti whether COST might cover the mailing expenses. Anna Danti seems to accept to cover mailing costs for 500/1000 copies (private communication).  

The meeting closes since the discussion of point 9 (R&D collaborations and funding prospects) was anticipated prior to WG1 meeting.
