Giovanna Cecchi and Valentina Raimondi, IROE-CNR (Firenze, Italy): “Validation of laser diagnosis techniques applied to the conservation of facades and buildings” (25 minutes, including discussion) 

Vivi Tornari, IESL-FORTH (Heraklion, Crete): "Interference-based techniques and validation of structural analysis" (25 minutes, including discussion).
